This is a year-long Torah writing project.  Ahavat Torah will symbolize our commitment to Temple Kol Emeth and to living a Jewish life.  We will also commemorate our 30th anniversary as a Reform congregation in East Cobb.
Am I Really Writing This Torah?

Yes, our Sofer (scribe), Rabbi Danneman will guide us in education and the filling-in of the outlined letters.  At the same time, a sofer in Israel will be completing the other sections of our Torah.  When all of the letters have been inscribed by our congregation, the parchment sections will be sewn together to complete our new Torah.

Can Family Members Participate?

Of course, making this mitzvah a family affair will provide great meaning to you, your parents and your children.

Can Non-Jewish Family Members Participate?

Everyone can participate but only Jewish family members are allowed to hold the quill with the Sofer.

Does Everyone in my Family Get To Write a Letter?

[bookmark: _GoBack]For dedications of at least $108 up to 4 people in a family can fill in a letter.  Donations at the $25,000 level and above, each family member (no matter how many) will have the opportunity to fill in a letter.  Otherwise, it is one letter per family.

Do I Need to Sign Up In Advance?

We request that all participants register in advance for their letter fill-in time.  Date opportunities are on the Pledge Agreement form.  This form must be received by the temple office prior to penning your letter.

How Will Your Participation Be Commemorated?

Every letter fill-in will be commemorated with a photograph of the scribing.  Those pictures will be sent to you via e-mail for framing at your convenience.
